Colour preference Difficulty with complexity
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2. Need for movement 7. Difficulty with distance viewing
3. Need forlight 8. Difficulty with visual novelty
4. Visual latency 9. Absence of visually guided reach
5. Visual field preferences 10. Atypical visual reflex responses
